City of Newcastle is proposing the following traffic or parking amendment:

It is proposed to install 2P (9AM-5PM, Mon-Fri, Permit Parking Excepted Precinct 16) restrictions
along both sides of Bevan Street Islington.

The proposed changes are in response to requests from local residents to improve parking availability
at this location during the daytime. Observations of the area have indicated a high demand for on-
street parking, particularly during the day, which significantly reduces its availability for visitors and
residents in the area.

The proposed changes will allow eligible residents to park with a resident parking permit and provide
a higher rate of parking turnover for the public at the location. If responding, please include specific
comments referring to specific streets if you do not support all changes.
